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I. A.  Thanksgiving Conference, San Francisco, California, 11/25-28/2004  

     The title of this conference is The Intrinsic Need in the Lord’s Recovery—Purification, Education, Reconstitution, Separation, Protection, and Expression.  It is composed of six messages:

1. Purification,

2. Education, 

3. Reconstitution,

4. Separation, 

5. Protection, and 

6. Expression.

The burden of this conference is the continuation of the burden released in the Memorial Day Conference held in Kansas City.  This burden is derived from the past 1.5 years’ sharing on the uniqueness of the Lord’s recovery.
