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I. International Elders and Responsible Ones’ Training, Mexico City, Mexico, October 4-6, 2007
     The title of this training was Knowing and Caring for the Church.  It was composed of nine messages.  Their titles are:

2. Knowing the Church as the Mystery of Christ

3. The church—the Mingling of Divinity and Humanity

A.  Local 
· Baptism   There was no baptism during this reporting period. (The cumulative baptisms for the year 2007 are eight.)
· UTSA Campus  As we reported in last newsletter, this fall semester over 300 students signed up for further contact, mostly brand-new freshmen.  On the one hand, the serving ones were quite happy about the sign ups.  On the other hand, they also worried about the manpower support on campus to handle the appointments.  Eventually, three graduating student saints responded to the need and agreed to assist the full timers part-time.  The Lord is blessing their labor on campus and our labor in opening homes.  The Lord gave us 47 students for the October semi-annual college conference is the proof of the fruition; over 50 attended this time, a record for San Antonio!  Do continuously support the campus labor, which is the church’s main gospel outreach, in your prayer and in physical help.  In the beginning we had seven full timers; now we are down to five.  The harvest is great but the laborers are few (Luke 10:2).   
· College Conference The theme of this October 20 to 22 weekend conference is on New Jerusalem.  We had 47 students attended.  In addition, we also had full timers on campus team and several saints participated.  This is a historical high for the church in San Antonio.  Total participants were around 1,000 from Texas and neighboring states.  
· Young People’s Conference was convened on October 26 to 28 weekend in Ft. Stockton.  The subject was on Exodus following previous fellowships for high and junior high saints.  We had six who participated, along with three worker saints.  
· Chinese-speaking Fall Conference was held at the meeting hall of the church in Plano.  Br. Benjamin Chen of New York City and Albert Lin of Anaheim shared the “Caring for the Present Need in the Lord’s Recovery.” This included six messages.  They are 1. Walking in the truth of the economy of God, realizing the recovery of the Lord, and staying away from death and division, 2. Knowing the present truth, upholding the absoluteness of the truth, and being constituted with the truth for the church as the pillar and base of the truth, 3. B. Extra-Local

· Gary and Melissa Cartwright, Berlin, Germany They told us that in October 8 saints distributed the German Gospel of John in Detmold and a week later on the 27th,   a Saturday, 15 saints distributed in Stuttgart.  Detmold is a small town about 50 miles southwest of Hanover and Stuttgart is a large town in southwest Germany.  Three of the 15 are Chinese-speaking student saints in Berlin.  The Lord’s Day table meeting had 30 saints in Stuttgart.
             In late October, the church in London held a radio seminar on “Following the Captain of our salvation and enjoying the remaining Sabbath rest as revealed in Hebrews.”  They had a total of 600 participants, of which 387 were radio listeners and 213 were saints.  
· Chinese-speaking Conference in Paris In early September, about 178 Chinese-speaking saints held a conference in Paris.  Most of them were students from Mainland China.  Some were from Taiwan.  Br. Lee in World Situation and God’s Move book (1982, page 80) exhorted us that the best way for Europe is to be a couple of wife and husband students in university.  After five years (editor’s note: average time to get a Ph.D.), they should raise a church of ten people, Br. Lee said.  Now, according to our 2007 information, all foreign graduate students in Europe receive subsidy from governments for tuition and living.  The tuition for French as a second language (FSL) is 500 euros a year, much cheaper than one semester English as a Second Language (ESL) in UTSA.  Yearly living cost is about 7,000 euros in France.  Right now we have three FTTTs graduates attending graduate schools: two in Paris and one in Berlin.  (FTTT is full time training in Taipei, Taiwan.)
· Ministry Conference Center (MCC) on the Living Stream Ministry (LSM) Campus is in the permitting stage with the City of Anaheim, CA (the building permit has just now been received!)  The construction schedule is delayed.  The church here remitted $10,000 from our building fund to MCC.  The leading brothers’ fellowship is that we will support the ministry because without the ministry there is no existence of this local expression and supply of spiritual food.  Further, we will all use the MCC for our conferences and training.  We deeply believe that we first take care of God’s house, God will take care of our local need for the construction of the Babcock hall.
